Regular Membership Meeting

 Saturday, July 27, 2002

Duck Creek Pines Developer and Board of Trustees President Robert Barrus called the July 27, 2002 membership meeting to order at 10:15 a.m.  It was held at the Cedar Mountain Fire District Hall, Duck Creek Village, Utah.  

It was determined quorum was present. (See attached sign-in sheet).

Robert Barrus began the meeting by thanking all for attending, introducing the Board of Trustees: Marshall Andrew, Bart Unger, Danny Boehning, and Darren Soong.  The speakers were introduced, Duck Creek Pines development engineer Brandt Tuttle and Duck Creek Pines development operations manager Paul Fullmer.

Minutes of the July 28, 2001 membership meeting were approved as read.

Financial Report:  

President Barrus gave a verbal report: checking account has a balance of 7,842.00 as of 6/31/2002, earning 1.46% annually.

Old Business:  

Contractor Letter:  Marshall Andrew read aloud the Contractor Letter written last year.  It was decided to add a construction bond, to be paid by the lot owner.  It will be held by Southern Utah Title Company and fully refunded after Certificate of Occupancy after Architectural Committee signs off on CC&R compliance.  Action Item:  Board will decide on bond amount.  A new owner said they did not receive a copy of Contractor Letter when they purchased a lot.  Action Item:  Robert Barrus will put together a list of documents that will be signed off as received at closing.  In addition to Purchase Agreement, they will include but not limited to CC&R’s, Contractor Letter, and contacts for Architectural Review Committee.

CC&R’s:  Marshall Andrew read them aloud.  It was suggested that the building materials section need to be more specific.  Action Item:  Board will review building materials, and if changes are made, bring it to the membership for approval.

Road Issues:  Snow Blowing:  By Robert Barrus, President.  Wayne Stanley is the only contractor authorized to remove snow from the roads.  Action Item: Robert Barrus will write the annual letter of request to the Kane County Commissioners to authorize snow removal in Duck Creek Pines this season.  Action Item:  Robert Barrus will contact Landon to put flagpoles on five hydrants to mark for snow removal.  Dust Control:  The Memorial Day application of DD135 was not successful in abating dust.  Magnesium Chloride will be applied to the roads.

Beetle Kill:  Presentation by Paul Fullmer, Operations Manager.  If an owner has questions has a question about infestation of specific trees on their lot, contact either the Forest Service or Paul Fullmer (586-3802 before 7pm).  Action Item: Board will decide how to contact owners who have not yet built on their lot regarding spraying and fire clearing their lot.

Speeding Vehicles:  Robert Barrus, President.  All are encouraged to write to Kane County Commissioners regarding posting of speed limit and monitoring of our roads.  Action Item: On behalf of Board, Marshall Andrew will write to Commissioners.

New Business:

Water:  Robert Barrus, Developer.  The wells, laterals, tank and hydrants are owned by Duck Creek Water Company, which is Robert Barrus.  Ownership will transfer to the Duck Creek Pines Owners Association within 60 days of recording of the last phase.  In Duck Creek Pines, there are seven planned phases whose water requirements are regulated by the State of Utah.  Action Item:  The Board be given a tour of pump house to understand workings.  Also given tutorial on well and pump maintenance program.  (See “Water System” transfer agreement, attached to minutes).

Water System Update:  Brandt Tuttle, Engineer.  State requirements for fire protection is that the water system can sustain 1000 gallons per minute for two hours.  The State is requiring one more water tank and well for future phases.  

Kane County Water Conservancy District Update:  Robert Barrus, Developer.  Gave presentation on pros and cons of joining our private water system to the developing mountain system.  General consensus was that is of no advantage to Duck Creek Pines Owners Association at this time.  Revisit this item in 8-10 years as our water system ages.

Fire Issues:  Paul Fullmer, Operations Manager.  Use fire-wise landscaping, including fire resistant plants, clear lot of debris, and have a cleared 10 foot area around your cabin.  A “fuel break” is planned to be cut-in around Duck Creek by the Forest Service. Fire pits must be approved by the Fire District.  Specifications are in newsletter and can also be obtained at Cedar Mountain Fire Station. 
Fireworks and Hunting:  Paul Fullmer, Operations Manager, reminded us that fireworks and hunting are outlawed in the subdivision.

Development Update:  Phase I is sold out. Phase II has 8 out of 17 lots sold.  Phase III is half sold.  Phase IV has 3 reservations.  

Election of Home Owner Association Board of Trustees:  Elected to a term ending in 2004:  Marshall Andrew, incumbent; Danny Boehning, incumbent; and Melinda Ramberg.

Duplex on Lot 81:  CC&R’s limit each lot to one water and one power hookup.  Although this dwelling is a mirror of two complete living quarters (with two kitchens and two front entries), it does comply with this requirement.  The County’s position is that the “single residence” requirement was sidestepped through inattention by our Architectural Review Committee.  Solution:  Increase Architectural Review Committee to three members.  Bart Unger and Rick Ramberg were added to the ARC.  Two complete sets of plans will be submitted to Architectural Review Committee, one approved plan to be returned to owner and one will be retained by ARC.  Action Item:  Board will revise CC&R’s regarding storage of campers; sewer hook-up; clarify intent of single residence; and set time line.  These will be submitted to membership for vote.

Next Meeting will be held during 2003 Duck Creek Days.  Date, time, and place to be announced.
